A bit of modern folklore claims that the originarg)'s lyrics were written
as a "catechism song" to help young Catholics ldzin faith, at a time
when practising Catholicism was discouraged in &mgyl(1558 until
1829). There is no substantive primary evidenc@asung this claim, and
no evidence that the claim is historical, or armyghbut a fanciful modern
day speculation. The theory is of relatively reaanigin. It was first
proposed by Canadian English teacher and hymnoleigigh D. McKellar
in an article, "How to Decode the Twelve Days ofi€timas," published in
1979. The idea was further popularized by a Cathmiiest, Fr. Hal
Stockert, in an article he wrote in 1982 and postdahe in 1995.
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The Catechism song goes like this:
