Work of Master Craftsmen

During the golden era of organ making — the timac¢helbel,
Buxtehude, and Bach — the construction and insi@tiaf a pipe
organ was a mammoth undertaking requiring yeapawfstaking
labour from start to finish. Organ builders weneoeag some of the
most skilled European craftsmen. Their art reguibeem to be
expert mathematicians, geometricians, engineeosiséicians,
carpenters, metal workers, leather workers, and paeters.
Following the master masons of the great cathedfdtsirope, theirs
was the next great art. At the time, it was comrioora team of
organ builders to move from site to site, physicaihabiting the
churches in which they worked for years at a tirfterosleeping in
the organ loft itself. Times have changed.

Some things, however, haven't changed. Any repetatgan
builder knows that the single most important aspecrgan design
and construction is remembering that an organ shioelldesigned
specifically for the space it will eventually ocgup

This was foremost in the minds of those who deslghe new organ
for St. Peter’s. Visually, the instrument had éodommanding and
suit the alcove originally intended to house justtsan instrument.
The timber had to be carefully selected to ensweoa match with
the pre-existing furnishings of the church. Theige of the console
itself was decided upon after extensive reseaitchtie organs
found in English churches of a comparable sizedwsilgn to that of
St. Peter’s.

Perhaps the greatest challenge for our team ohdvgdders
concerned the actual sound and voicing of theunstént. That is,
what stops would be employed on the new organ dvat would
their overall “flavour “ or “colour” be...English.French.....German?
It was soon determined that as the overall dedigheoinstrument
was English and its primary function is to accomptre anthems
and hymns of the Anglican Church, that the stoms\anicing should
naturally follow suit.



However, an instrument was also desired that cefiéttively and
authentically perform the great German organ reperof the
baroque era. The rather creative solution waslid the organ with
an English Victorian Great (the lower manual) ar@eaman
Baroque Swell (the upper manual). As each stophi®two manuals
was individually selected, it is unlikely there halver be another
organ produced quite like this one.

The organ builders made several recommendatiotietparish
regarding the alcove in which the organ would besed. To
achieve optimum sound and resonance, the carpédifteasso that
the organ could sit on a solid surface, and a falsgled ceiling was
constructed within the alcove. The purpose wastdte desired
acoustical effect that organs create in worshipe @ever wants to
feel that the sound of an organ comes at thenrdblr that it
surrounds them.

This week saw the culmination of hours of planniiagdraising, and
prayer with the installation of the new Monarkeamgn St. Peter’s.
The instrument is the first of
its kind in New Zealand,
manufactured by Johannus
Orgelbouw in Ede, Holland.
Please take the time to
examine and appreciate the
beautiful craftsmanship of
this instrument; from the
detail of the pipes to the deta
of the draw stops.

Give thanks to God for God’s
many blessings and gifts;
from the talents of those who
build these great instruments
to the talents of those who
play them.

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Advent Procession of Lessons and Carols
Sunday 28 November 8pm St Peter’'s

In 1934, sixteen years after he had introduceding’k College,
Cambridge, the Festival of Nine Lessons and Cdool€hristmas
Eve, Dean Eric Milner-White composed a further smrv A
Procession with Carols upon Advent Sunday.

The purpose of the service was not to celebratestoias, but to
expect it. Whereas the framework of the famous Niegsons and
Carols service is provided by the lessons, whiehtlagn reflected in
the carols, in this advent service many of the bittical texts set to
music also contribute to the basic form.

The Advent Procession of Lessons and Carols bagiaswilight-
darkened church, with the choir singing from a rearocation.
Between appropriate readings and music, the clhoaegds
symbolically, pausing in stages, through the daskneto the full
light of the sanctuary. Concurrently, candles dr®Isymbolize the
progressive revelation of Jesus Christ to the world

The procession has its origin in very early religi@rama, the re-
enactment of events in the history of the worldlsaion under
God. The procession, then, becomes a living formaship.
Processions are rich in religious symbolism: the/enoent from
darkness to light, the movement of our own spifijoarneys
toward God, and our movement to the foot of thesi@s we
experience redemption.

As the secular season threatens to overshadowvgthécance of
Christmas, the spiritual preparation immediatebceding Christmas
is frequently ignored or lost. Advent is a timecohtemplative
expectation, anticipating the celebration of th#hbof Jesus Christ.
