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Vicar’s Corner  
Breathing new life into our parish 

My first big occasion after I arrived in the parish was the celebration of the 
50th Anniversary of St Peter’s, experiencing the energy that was given to 
give birth to St Peter’s as a concert venue. An important part of the 
celebrations were 4 weekly daytime concerts that were well attended and 
enjoyed. 
A strong value of this Parish is outreach to the community, sharing our 
facilities and gifts with the people of Mt Maunganui, which we do very 
well. This outreach has been enhanced by the appointment of our Family 
Worker Bonnie Hebenton and more recently our Youth Worker Martin 
Collins, who have gathered around them many faithful helpers to make it 
all happen. 
An early concern of mine was the low numbers of people making use of the 
beautiful facility that we have in St Peter’s, a place where many of our 
senior parishioners were nurtured in faith.  
I did wonder and worry about how long we could sustain ministry in St 
Peter’s.  
In the past year we have completed the major refurbishment of St Peter’s, 
with new carpet, 5 heat pumps and our beautiful new sanctuary layout. 
Last year one of our new parishioners Chalium Poppy arrived, bringing 
with him exceptional talents in Choral Music and as a Church organist. 
Encouraged by parishioners, Chalium has been the catalyst for us to once 
again ‘step out in faith’ and ‘give life’ to the vision of St Peter’s Church as 
a venue for excellent music. 
This is happening in many and varied ways with the rebirth of a 3 monthly 
Choral Evensong, concerts, recitals, tutoring of young organists, and 
encouraging our 8 am and Wednesday 10 am congregations to engage more 
fully in the liturgy, by singing parts of the Communion service as an 
extension of their prayer and praise.  
Encouraged by the commitment to the vision, the Parish has embarked on a 
project to purchase a new ‘top of the range’ digital organ, the specifications 
of which have been drawn up by Chalium in consultation with the organ 
builder. This instrument will enable us to provide regular concerts of a high 
calibre for the city.  
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All of the events held so far, have been well attended and appreciated. We 
would greatly appreciate your financial support for the Organ project as we 
endeavour to achieve our vision and offer something beautiful to our city. 
At this very early stage we have already received nearly $7,000.  
We invite you to participate in this community and city wide project. There 
are details of ways to participate, elsewhere in this Quest. 
Wednesday Morning 10 am service attendance is growing for a number of 
reasons. It offers a valid opportunity for people young and old who can no 
longer attend on Sunday, to make this day their Sabbath. In the last year we 
have celebrated Baptisms of 3 young children at this service.  
5 regular attendees at this service are new members on our Vestry, and St 
Peter’s now hosts a ‘Mum’s with Bubs’ knitting group on a Friday 
morning. 
At St Marys great things are happening as well of course, as you will see as 
you read on. 
The Parish is in very good heart with many new families joining us, and 
lots of people contributing to our ministries in a variety of ways; Pastoral 
Care, Community outreach, and inclusive worship to name a few.  
There’s something for everyone!  
‘Back to Church Sunday’ is celebrated on September 12, this year. If you 
are Anglican or baptised and have been away from the Church for a while, 
we invite you to this special Welcome Back service. 
Why not consider coming back now, knowing that you will be welcomed 
with open arms into the community of 
Anglicans in Mount Maunganui?

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Celebrating A Decade of Care 
The Dovecote 
opportunity shop opened 
its doors in May 2000 
and at that time was part 
of the vanguard of the 
Anglican Mission to 
Papamoa, as we know it 
today. 
Well situated towards 
the eastern end Papamoa 
Beach Road it was 
originally under the dedicated management of Rae King and staffed by 
volunteers, some of whom travelled from the very furthest corners of the 
Parish.  Very soon it became a place where the keen browser could be 
assured of finding something to please.  The prospect of not being 
subjected to high pressure salesmanship and the opportunity of a cup of tea 
and a chat has always made the Dovecote an attractive destination for one 
and all. 
With the arrival of Arthur and Adrienne Bruce at Papamoa Mission, 
management and staffing became localised.  Over the years the Dovecote 
has found itself the subject of continued improvement and now the layout 
and manner of presentation of goods make for optimum use of available 
space. 
I was working at St. Mary's Drop In for a few years when one of the 
women on my team was asked if she would volunteer to go and help at 
Dovecote. I volunteered too, and have worked there ever since. I have 
always found the friendliness and caring exceptional, and I love working in 
this happy atmosphere. It feels good to be able to help people, and I know 
we fill a need.  
I remember when the first workers came from Vanuatu to work in the 
Kiwifruit orchards, they really felt the cold and their clothing was quite 
inadequate for our climate. Rae heard about their need and arranged for 
clothing and blankets to be given to them. They were very grateful. 
We all felt this was why we worked there, to meet the needs of the 
community. The Dovecote is definitely here to stay.

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Good News for Seasons™ 
On Friday June 11th during a function at St Mary’s, the results of a major 
Government funded research project into the impact of the Seasons 
programme was made public for the first time. The launch of the results 
coincided with the national gathering of all the Seasons Coordinators of 
whom there are now about 20 (see photo below).  Seasons was born in our 
parish in 1995, which makes us the longest running programme. In the past 
12 months 126 children and 28 adults went through Seasons in Tauranga or 
Mt Maunganui.  

Seasons is a peer support programme for children aged 5 - 18 who are 
missing an important person from their daily life. The loss may be due to 
the death of someone close to them, the separation or divorce of parents, 
having a family member in prison, or other major family change. The 
programme runs over 9 weeks in one hour sessions either once a week after 
school or within school time on school premises.

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‘A key aspect of the Seasons programme is that it reduces the children’s 
sense of isolation, their sense of feeling they are the only one who is 
suffering such a loss. In addition, by sharing their feelings in the group and 
by hearing other children’s stories and feelings, a child’s own reactions, the 
fear, or anger they are experiencing is normalised, and for many this is a 
huge relief, and may contribute to the reduction in negative behaviour. As 
research studies have demonstrated, children are careful where they place 
their trust when confiding in others following parents’ divorce or separation 
and they particularly value the chance to share with other children who 
have had a similar experience. Children’s responses in this study affirm the 
value children placed on having someone ‘just listen’. They did not require 
that person to act, but simply to hear their story without becoming upset or 
trying to shut down the child’s expression.  
The younger children’s responses to focus group questions were that, 
overwhelmingly, they loved going to Seasons. These children really 
enjoyed the activities, the art and craft, and the games and stories. They 
also greatly appreciated the less tangible, people-related aspects of Seasons 
– making friends, listening and talking with each other. They valued the 
safety, trust and confidentiality which are foundation principles of Seasons.  
The older children (12 - 18 years) in particular felt great relief at learning 
they were not the only ones struggling with their emotions following major 
changes in their families. Some acknowledged that, while nothing at all 
may have changed around the distressing situations at home, they were 
feeling much more able to look after themselves and advocate for 
themselves. This confirms research recommendations that, while work with 
the whole family may be preferable when there is ongoing distress and 
disharmony in a home, it is still extremely valuable to work directly with 
children, as they can acquire new coping strategies and may be more open 
to change than aspects of the home environment.  
These young teenagers also greatly valued the reduction in loneliness and 
isolation, the sense of belonging to a group where they could express 
themselves openly and honestly the growth in confidence and ability to talk 
about feelings, and the chance to ask difficult questions that participating in 
a Seasons programme provided.  
In addition to these emotionally nurturing aspects, the Seasons children of 
all ages really valued the physical nurturing they received at the 
programme, the milo and the food.’

I have also met with the local Police, 
some key Maori figures in the area and other 
community workers. The community is right 
behind what we are doing. We also get good 
support from the manager of Nevada at Bayfair 
who is happy to supply us with skateboarding 
DVDs.

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Sunday School As It Was 
Jim Dearlove looks back on his Sunday School experience 

Whoopee Sunday.  
What shall I do?  
Go for a ride on the horse down to the Raparapa?  
Go eeling or see if I can catch the trout that I saw in the creek?  
And then I hear Mum’s voice, “Hurry up, Dad's waiting. Have you cleaned 
your shoes, got your collection money and your verse card? I hope you 
haven't forgotten it since last night. Quick now, off to Sunday School.” 
Dad had the car out and all the other local kids were already in. Different 
parents took turns to take children to Sunday School at Te Poi which was 
held in the Te Poi War Memorial Hall. The hall is quite big and was ideal 
for classes and as I recall there were 5or 6 classes.  
In each seat was a copy of The Sunday School Hymnary with all 610 
hymns. I still have a copy. One of the teachers was very good on the piano 
and we sang with gusto the entire range of old favourites - "Hear the 
pennies dropping", "Jesus loves me this I know" to name a couple. There 
were Bible readings and stories and then we split into groups. Next to the 
stage was a small room and all the boys made a beeline for it. Why you 
may ask? Well, in this room was a First World War machine gun. Boys will 
be boys!!!    
New cards were issued each week with verses on that we were asked to 
memorise for next Sunday.  While we were in class all the parent drivers 
got together outside and I guess they discussed what farmers talk about 
when there are a few of them together.  

And then Sunday School 
was over and it was home 
for lunch .I don't know 
how many children went to 
the Te Poi Sunday School 
over the years, it could be 
in the hundreds, and 
looking back it was an 
integral part of our 
Christian heritage. 
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Was that the olden days Nana? 
Val Ready reflects on her childhood 

This question was often asked of me by my grandchildren but I would say 
‘No, I didn’t live in the olden days but my grandmother did.’ I guess it’s all 
a matter of time and perspective! Even so there have been a lot of changes 
in my lifetime. 
When I was a little girl we lived in Wellington, and my sister and I loved to 
sit in the bow window before tea and watch the lamp-lighter riding his bike 
with his long hooked pole on his shoulder, stopping  at each lamp-post to 
reach up and switch  on the gas light. Even when it was too dark to see him, 
we could see the lights going on one after another, all the way up the hill. 
We would hang the billy can on the front gatepost ready for the milkman, 
when he came along on his horse and cart during the night. The rubbish 
was also collected and the coal delivered on horses and carts. 
There were a few cars around, but we did not know anyone who had one. 
Most people biked or walked to work, or rode on the trams or steam trains. 
Our Christmas holidays were spent on our grandparents' farm, where we 
went overnight on the Limited Express train, and Grandad met us with the 
horse and trap. We thought that was great fun. 
There was no electricity in our part of Wellington or on the farm until 
1937.  We used candles to light our way down the dark hallways to bed, 
and a coal range for cooking. 
Meat, milk, butter, cheese and jam were kept in airy cupboards or safes 
outside in a shady place.  On the farm Nana lowered a large kerosene tin 
into the well under the windmill to keep everything cool inside it. 
In May 1939 we had a change of lifestyle when our father became a 
farmer. We attended a very small country school and were picked up by the 
school bus. So much space to play in and lots more jobs to do.  But our one 
penny pocket money per week went up to threepence - about 2 cents!  We 
thought we were rich! 
A weekly newspaper, TeAroha News was delivered to everyone and as it 
had a special section for children there was always a  race to be first to read 
it.  There were competitions to write a short story, make up a poem, or 
draw a picture.   
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We could also join a club "The Fellowship of the Frog". The Editor was 
Bull Frog Major. In his "Pond of Happy Reflections" he would encourage 
us all to live clean lives and be helpful to all froggies crossing our paths. 
It was a very simple, happy childhood which has left rich memories.

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Been to the movies recently? 
Once a month there’s an 
opportunity to go to the movies for 
free at St Mary’s.  
Many people in the Arataki area 
around the church can’t afford to 
take their families to the movies, 
so the monthly Family Movie 
Night is our gift to the community. 
 A family of 5 would pay $57 to 
see a movie at Bay City Cinemas 
so free entry at St Mary’s and $2 
for an ice-cream, drink and snack 
makes for a very affordable family 
night out. 
In order to make it legally possible 
to show movies in public the parish 

has purchased a video licence from Christian Video Licensing 
International. This has two conditions - (1) we cannot advertise the movie 
being shown and (2) we cannot show any Disney movies. The second 
condition limits us a little as some of the movies that people would love to 
see come from the Disney studios however there are plenty of others to 
choose from. 
The selection of movie for the month is made with families of primary aged 
children in mind and we are still working out what has the most appeal. 
Now 4 months since we began there are quite a few families coming 
regularly and the movie crowd usually numbers between 25 and 35. One of 
our biggest challenges is having well-rolled ice creams ready when 
everyone wants them in a short space of time. Jimmy Gilpin took on the job 
of making a specially designed ice cream holder and did confess to blowing 
out a drill in the process. The movie-goers sit around tables in the hall for 
the half time snack and volunteers from the parish are on hand to run the 
canteen, chat and manage door security. The takings from the canteen will 
cover the cost of the Video Licence.  
If you have a family near you who can’t afford luxuries like the movies, 
please let them know when you see the advertisement in the Angle. The 
movies are on the last Friday of each month at 7pm. 
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Music in the Makin 
Building a musical legacy within our community 

The goal of the new organ committee is to have a Makin Digital Organ 
installed in St Peter’s Church, Mt Maunganui, before Advent 2010. This 
will enhance and inspire the traditional worship at St Peter’s and it will 
create a venue of excellence for community concerts. It will also provide a 
suitable instrument on which to tutor organ scholars.  
The fundraising began with two concerts in May. Mine Accord choir 
travelled over from Hamilton and performed a wide range of music, from 
French Madrigals to the Beatles. Our own St Peter’s evensong choir sang 
four items and joined with Mine Accord choir to sing “O Magnum 
Mysterium.” 
The second concert in May involved five local organists performing on a 
demonstration Johannus Digital organ, made in the same factory where our 
Makin Organ will be built. One of the guest performers was a young man 
who is an organ student. The quality of the sound was phenomenal and the 
concert, including some hymn singing, was thoroughly enjoyed by 
everyone present. Our worship the next morning was enhanced by the 
glorious organ music, expertly played by the talented Chalium Poppy. 
There are several other concerts planned for St Peter’s this year, so keep an 
eye on the website, the newspaper and the Quest for news of these events. 
The committee are also planning a spectacular fundraising dinner to be held 
at the end of September. This will be targeted at corporate groups and 
people in the community as a way for them to contribute. There has already 
been significant help from local business people offering their skills, 
fundraising experience and also their contacts. 
The fundraising committee have applied to Bay 
Trust and the Acorn Foundation for financial 
contributions to the project. 
If you would like to support this project there are 
innumerable ways of doing so. Couples, partners 
and friends are welcome to purchase a key or stop. 
We are grateful for the support we have already 
received from parishioners and the wider 
community.  The fund stands at $7000, so there is 
only $53 000 to go to make the new organ a reality.
