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Vicar’s Corner  
Jimmy and I have recently 
returned from a wonderful 
holiday in Fiji that included a 
week-long visit to our friends 
at Holy Cross Dreketi, 
attending the Consecration of 
the new Archbishop of 
Polynesia Rt. Rev’d Winston 
Halapua, and spending a week 

‘laxing out’ at a little resort outside Nadi. 

You might remember that when we visited Dreketi two years ago for 
a three month sabbatical we were given specific tasks, as well as 
offering a supportive role to the community in the absence of their 
Vicar Henry Bull. We took with us a large container of goods to be 
distributed throughout the local community. 

Bishop Jabez asked me to work with the local community regarding 
Anglican liturgy and practices, and to offer community education on 
the ‘care of creation’. We also committed to supporting the local 
kindergarten with educational materials that are unprocurable in Fiji 
and beyond the financial ability of the school. Jimmy spent most of 
his time working with two young men teaching them building skills 
as well as business and management practises. 

I am pleased to say all of these projects are 
‘alive and well’ in Dreketi. About 95% of the 
community are subsistence farmers. 

We were welcomed to our very comfortably 
prepared living quarters which now have the 
addition of a kitchen and inside shower/toilet 
facilities! Marvellous 

Day 1 Saturday – The young disabled man that 
we paid to clean up around the village area and 
promote ‘Keep Dreketi Clean’ is doing a great 
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job. The place was beautiful, and his ministry is financially 
supported by the local shopkeepers. We were delighted when he 
turned up to see Jimmy and have lunch with us on our first day. 

Henry asked me to preach on Sunday! 

Day 2 Sunday – A visit from Shabnam, the local kindergarten 
teacher, inviting us to morning tea for the beginning of a week 
celebrating pre-school education nationally. Shabnam is a trained 
teacher and is responsible for 20-27 children with no assistance. Her 
pay is $3,800 per annum and she is one of the few paid people in the 
community.  

A wonderful day at Holy Cross service. Beautiful music, excellent 
liturgy, and great company. We really felt at home!  

After the service a young woman was selling roti, which is a thin 
pancake, filled with last nights leftovers and part of the regular diet 
in Fiji. We paid $1.00 for 3 parcels of roti. On asking the reason for 
her work, I was told that she was earning money for ‘Holy Cross 
Day’, the church’s patronal feast when every family unit gives $50 
annually towards Parish funds! This is over and above their regular 
giving. It is thought provoking stuff when you think that the average 
worker earns between $25-$60 per week! 

Day 3 Monday – We attended ‘morning tea’ to find that we were in 
the company of around 400 
children, parents and community 
leaders. We were surprised to 
find that there were three special 
guests - we were two of them, 
and I was one of two guest 
speakers! The kindergarten 
looked beautiful and the 
difference the Mount parish 
contribution made to their 
resources was obvious.  
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Day 4 Tuesday – A visit to another local kindergarten that badly 
needs some help with its resources. $500 would do the trick! 

Most of our time was spent catching 
up with friends in Dreketi. We went 
by boat to Nivoi’s village and ate 
fresh crab (caught by his 4½ stone, 
52 yr old mum), cooked over a fire 
in a caldron. Our friends Julius and 
Taru have another beautiful baby, 
and Julius was busy building an 
authentic bure under the watchful 
eyes of his ‘old’ uncle.  

William came and sat on our 
bedroom floor at 6 am in the 

morning to relay the local news, while we sat up in bed with our 
coffee. Ben, Henry’s Warden and Jimmy’s mate, died 2 months 
before, so we visited his grave in the family plot up on the hill 
looking over Holy Cross, the place and community he loved and 
lived for.  

We met the bullock driver with his team pulling cane on a sled - a 
2000 year old practice. As we were talking his cell phone rang!!!! 

We had a great evening the night 
before we left, telling stories and 
saying our goodbyes. It was a 
great thrill to see the progress and 
extension of our ministry. We are 
humble and proud to have been 
invited into the life of Dreketi, 
and will endeavour to ‘go home’ 
annually.

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Hi From Uganda 
Since November 2003 our parish has 
been sponsoring Sharon Wegosasa and 
enjoying correspondence with her as she 
grows up. Sharon was born in 1994 and 
is now 16 years old. She lives with her 
mother and is responsible for carrying 
water, helping in the kitchen and 
cleaning. Her mother is sometimes 
employed as a labourer. There are 4 
children in the family, two boys and two 
girls. 
For fun, Sharon enjoys singing, telling 
stories and art. She attends church 

activities and Bible class regularly and is in high school where she is 
the head girl this year.  
An excerpt from her letter to us last Christmas 
‘My family is so happy and grateful for the letter you sent to me. 
Family members are fine and preparing for the birth of our Saviour. I 
want to thank God for his protection towards my family and my life. 
I give thanks to him because he has made us go through this year and 
now we are moving to a new year. School is fine and I pray that God 
may make me succeed. 
Thank you for your Christmas gift and I pray for you that God may 
reward you in everything. I am going to buy the following - skirt, 
blouse, photo, sweets.” 
The letters from Sharon are passed around those who help sponsor 
her and various people take turns writing back. We try to remember 
to send her birthday cards and occasionally send money for her 
birthday or Christmas.  

Sharon and her family live in the hills of Makuyu, 34km north of 
Mbale, Uganda, home to approximately 12,800 residents. Typical 
houses are constructed of dirt floors, wood and earth walls and thatch 
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roofs. The main ethnic group is Bagisu and the most commonly 
spoken language is Lumasaba.  

The regional diet 
consists of maize, 
beans, bananas, potatoes 
and green, leafy 
vegetables. Most adults 
in this area are 
unemployed but some 
work as farmers and 
earn the equivalent of 
$20 a month.  
Our sponsorship allows 
the staff of Makuyu 
Child Development 
Centre to provide 

Sharon with Bible teaching, health screening, recreational activities, 
educational tours and handcraft classes. The Centre staff also provide 
educational workshops for parents.  
The idea to sponsor Sharon came from two young mothers who 
worked with the Sunday School at St Mary’s in 2003. Donna and 
Dicey wanted to involve the children in sharing beyond their own 
community and connecting with children in a different country. They 
helped the children run fundraising events to contribute towards the 
monthly sponsorship fee of $40.  
Today the monthly contribution is $45 and this is covered by $10 
from AAW, $10 each from two parish families and other occasional 
contributions. One of the families is no longer able to contribute and 
it would be helpful if we could have four regular givers of $10/month 
with the difference made up by occasional donations. If you would 
like to become a regular giver of $10 a month to support Sharon 
please contact Joanne at the Parish Office 575 9945.

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 Already in Paradise 
When you ask most young boys what they 
want to be in life, the answer is normally 
something definite like ‘policeman’ or 
‘fireman’.  If you ask Graham Meehan what he 
has done in his life, the list begins – jockey, 
delivery boy, truck driver, then manager of a 
truck business, taxi driver, paint salesman 
(even though he is colour blind), shoe shop 
owner, tobacconist, and real estate agent. 
But throughout his life, Graham has had a 
close attachment to the church.  He has served 
under nineteen different vicars, starting with 
the Bishop of Waikato, right through to Marie 

Gilpin.  As a boy he was in the choir, and now, as a nearly 80 year 
old, he still sings in the music group at St Mary’s, where his crisp 
tenor voice adds the harmonies that he has learnt over the years.  In 
various locations, he has served as vestry member, vicar’s warden, 
people’s warden, and treasurer. 
Graham was born, one of 7 children, in 1930 in Karori, Wellington.  
His earliest memories include the polio epidemic that swept New 
Zealand in 1937.  Schools were closed, and the movies were out of 
bounds.  At the age of 13, he signed on as an apprentice jockey.  This 
took him down to Masterton.  His day involved getting up at 5.30 
am, riding the horses, then pulling on his school shorts before riding 
his bike up to Opaki School.  At the end of the school day, it was 
back to the stables for more hard work. 
After a bout of homesickness, he came back up home to Hamilton 
and continued his apprenticeship.  He remembers a trip to Ellerslie 
with four horses.  The regulations only allowed the horses to travel 
30 miles in a float.  So the float drove 30 miles to Rangiriri, the boys 
walked the horses to Pokeno, where they spent the night in the 
saleyards, and another float came down from Ellerslie to pick them 
up.  His schooling continued at Hamilton Tech but, as before, there 

Graham as a 
choirboy, c.1941 
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was so much work before and after school that young Graham would 
often fall asleep at the desk. 
In 1948, his father was killed in a car accident, and Graham took 
over his trucking business.  They had the contract to carry coal from 
the local mines to the Waikato Hospital.  With 4 tons capacity, 
Graham often had to load the coal by hand shovel, and the muscles 
he had developed as a jockey came in useful.  The trucks had no 
heating, no power steering and no shock absorbers.  After about 10 
years the hospital switched to alternative energy sources, and the 
truck business closed – as the coal mines themselves eventually did. 
Meanwhile, in 1952, Graham had met the love of his life in Audrey, 
and they were married in Palmerston North in 1954.  They proceeded 
to have three sons.  Graham recalls that “....I only had to pass Audrey 
in the hall, and she would be pregnant again...so I sold that house and 
bought one without a hall.”  As his sons grew up, they had small P-
class yachts which they sailed on the lake in Hamilton.  Graham 
would be there to support them in their endeavours. 
Graham has had a close relationship with the church, and even 
considered at one point becoming a minister.  However after being 
given two exams to take – and failing 
miserably – he believed that the Lord had 
other ideas.  
After working at his many jobs, Graham 
and Audrey moved over to the Mount in 
1990, where he enjoyed his retirement.  He 
lost Audrey 5 years ago, and has since 
moved into Ocean Shores.  But he still 
maintains a cheery outlook on life.   
Graham continues in his quiet service to the church, in setting up St 
Peter’s for the Wednesday morning service.  He is a soft spoken, 
modest man, but this belies his length and breadth of experience in 
both life and church. On 3rd September, he will celebrate his 80th 
birthday with a well deserved party.  As he said at a talk he gave to 
AAW some years ago: “Now, here I am in paradise with all you 
lovely people.”

This money will help towards equipment which is 
currently borrowed from Martin’s own supply, or from the Family 
Centre.

Kris, the mother of Zach, liked the fact that it was well organised, 
and really brought out the personality in the kids. Zach, turning 5, is 
soon off to St Thomas More, and the bigger world.

Puna.  As she works in the Mount, it was convenient for Jacob to go 
to St Mary’s Family Centre.   
Jeremy, who moved over from UK a year ago, was also enthusiastic.  
His partner Rachel, a kiwi, works with Martin at the Family Centre, 
and Jeremy was happy that his son Charlie enjoyed the football.  He 
compared the worry free lifestyle of New Zealand with the more 
protective and security conscious atmosphere in Britain. 
Martin Collins is planning more activities for the school holidays 
with some training clinics.  These would give small groups of four 
kids the chance to work on their skills.

Ecclesiastical designer and 
embroiderer Mabeth Goldfinch 
began embroidery at the age of 
four, taught by her mother. In 1932 
when just seven years of age she 
embroidered a beautiful afternoon 
tea cloth which was chosen for an 
exhibition that travelled around 
New Zealand. A tablecloth she 
worked on for her box won her 
second prize in a local show. The 
strange thing was that it had been 
judged looking on the wrong side!  
Mabeth joined the Wellington 
Anglican Embroidery Guild in 

1950. She made four burses, three veils and the Mother's Union 
Banner for St John's, Wainuiomata. One stole of a set of eight 
vestments was taken back to England for St George's Chapel, 
Windsor Castle by Lady Freyberg. 
In 1984 she joined the Tauranga Embroiderers Guild. When needle 
painting, she likes to work with a single thread of silk. Her favourite 
embroidery is gold work along with pulled thread, crewel, colbert 
and Elizabethan stump work. 
Her exquisite work can be found in St Peter's and St Mary's 
churches. She still has one stole of a set of five to complete for St 
Peter's. I was blown away by the amazing handwork she has created 
and has displayed in her home. Mabeth says that her skill is a 
spiritual gift. She is one very talented lady.

Green circle Eternity. God has no beginning and no ending.

Candles  Christ, the light of the world 
Red ribbon  Christ’s blood and suffering 
Purple Ribbon  Kingship of Christ 

Christmas - White. Giving John 3:16 
“God so loved the world that he gave 
his only son that whoever believes in 
him should not perish but have eternal 
life.” 
St Peter’s. Mary holding baby Jesus 
with two lambs at her feet 
St Mary’s. Angels surrounding Mary 
holding the baby Jesus 
Lent - Violet. Sacrifice 
St Peter’s. The pelican in her piety, a 
medieval symbol. In times of famine 
the pelican will tear open her breast to 
feed her young with her own blood.

The red three rayed nimbus for divinity 
The linen face to remember Jesus was in the tomb 
The black outlines for the time spent in the tomb 
The blue circle for eternity, truth and the women who were there 
The small crosses signify the greatest sacrifice 
The arms are held out to embrace the world - asking us to reach out 
to others 
Pentecost and Festivals - Red. Receiving 
St Peter’s. The dove, the first symbol of the Holy Spirit, is sending 
forth the seven spirits from a three rayed nimbus. They make a 
mighty wind blowing through the universe, ending as twelve tongues 
of flame. 
St Mary’s Pentecost Fall shows tongues of flames coming down 
from heaven. 
Ordinary Time - Green. 
St Peter’s - Caring. Mt Maunganui and the islands as seen walking 
along the beach; scallops and fan shells we find on the beach beside 
the symbolic net for St Peter. 
Pingao helps save the sand dunes. 
The pingao is a nesting place for 
dotterils where they care for their 
eggs and chicks. Also a place where 
the NZ blue butterflies fly. The 
cross shape, as on the parish 
noticeboard, is to show that God 
through the Holy Spirit and his Son 
Jesus Christ cares for us all. 
St Mary’s - “and we who share this 
cup draw strength from the one true 
vine.” [NZPB pg 487]  
The chalice is a drawing of the main 
chalice used for communion.

There was the worship action on Sundays, experiencing both very 
traditional and more modern worship on a Sunday morning; from 
vesting in a cassock and surplus and standing in the pulpit with the 
hymn cards in the board next to me at 8 o’clock (and the mid week 
service) to literally jumping up and down whilst leading "Praise Ye 
The Lord" at 10 o’clock and then to chanting reflectively at Taizé.  
Like the worship, the ministry that this place offers is diverse. 
Though I haven’t been on the Drop-In Centre’s roster, it is a place I 
quite often drop in. I went along to the Seafarer’s Mission with Ted 
where they show hospitality to people from all over the world who a 
lot of the time don’t speak very good English but still manage to 
communicate with us just fine.  
Preschool music is a ministry that I still find out of my comfort zone, 
even after a lot of exposure to it in this placement with the Jive 
Bunnies. Maybe it’s because I would usually be the only male or the 
fact I became an Anglican so I didn’t have to sing loud fast songs 
and throw my arms in the air and dance around. 
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In the photo which looks like me sitting in a cardboard box it is 
actually me sitting in a much smaller light-weight version of the 
Morris Minor, a prize winning vehicle in the demolition derby at the 
school holiday program. 
Beyond the parish, I spent a week in the parish of St Johns 
Otumoetai (St Johns was my family’s parish from its birth as a 
parochial district). Fellow intern Emma Hocking and I spent time at 
Papamoa Anglican Mission and the Anglican Social Services in 
Papamoa. This was an inspiring experience seeing what has been 
done within the community over the last ten years. The week also 
included door knocking with Rev Arthur Bruce and the Bishop, 
which could be seen as a Mormon way of evangelising, but was 
certainly an experience not to be forgotten. In fact there was one 
house that concerned me greatly - when the door was opened they 
had a framed picture of me on the 
wall, which I then realised was a 
mirror. During my Bay of Plenty stint 
I have had ongoing involvement with 
the parish of Holy Trinity, spending 
time studying and praying a few 
evenings a week. This is also a parish 
with family connections. 
This place has really been a good 
place for me to be for numerous 
reasons, mostly family reasons, with 
my grandfather being in Tauranga 
hospital (where he has been since January ) and dealing with a very 
unexpected suicide in the family and other personal distresses. For 
your support in this time my deepest and heartfelt thanks.  
So for all you have offered, all you have taught and shown me, for 
your love and support, thank you, thank you, thank you.

some can’t but we can tell by the toe-tapping that the non-singers are 
involved. One chap can’t see but when we offered him a song sheet 
he said, “I won’t take a sheet but I will listen.” 
Shirley McIntyre leads us; Ted Barker chooses the songs we sing, 
and provides the music; Daphne Langlois, Leslie O’Kane, and Val 
Ready take turns choosing the readings and prayers. As a team we 
enjoy going to Malyon House because of the joy it brings the 
residents. The smiles on their faces are all the encouragement we 
need to keep going. 
When Ted plays an extra on his pan flute, this is always very 
popular. After the service has finished, Ted asks for any requests and 
people love to hear the old tunes they know so well.  
The service is very much appreciated by the staff and residents. It is 
a simple service of prayers, readings, songs and everyone joins in the 
Lord’s Prayer at the end. Some of the people are quite helpless in 
terms of their physical abilities but they still enjoy listening to the 
words and the music. We could really do with a few more voices to 
swell the chorus, so if anyone wished to join us, they would be very 
welcome.

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One Stop Closer 
Donations, grants, concert takings and proceeds from the sale of an 
old Bible have all contributed to our growing fund for the new organ 
at St Peter’s. At the time of printing there is $19167 in our account.  
The next big fundraising event is the Black Tie Dinnera which is 
primarily for members of the business community to make their 
contribution. We have had excellent support from the Mount Surf 
Club, the caterers Food Gurus and Mills Reef Winery each giving us 
their services at a discounted rate.   
We are pleased to acknowledge grants from Lion Foundation $8000 
and Legacy Trust $2000. Many parishioners have bought Keys for 
$150 and some have provided a Stop for $1000. We are very grateful 
for these generous contributions. 
A musical afternoon arranged by the 
AAW with the Silver Tones also made 
a valuable contribution to the funds 
contributing three keys from the entry 
fee and the sales table.  
There are still three grant applications 
waiting a result and an application will 
be made to TECT for up to half the cost 
of the project. Our target is $70,000 
One of the goals of the organ project is 
to make St Peter’s into a premier music 
venue in the city. This is already 
happening with the concerts we have 
held during the year. The recent visit of 
the Handel Consort & Quire of Auckland was a musical 
extravaganza. They presented Carissimi's "Jephte" and other baroque 
masterworks. Chalium accompanied the choir on harpsichord and 
also presented a harpsichord suite as part of the concert.

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Together We Can Make a Difference 
We are fortunate in New Zealand that anyone at all with a valid 
concern can approach their MP and know that their voice will be 
heard in the Parliamentary process. 

Community groups from any area of the 
country, in which women are involved, 
can forward the concerns of their 
members to the National Council of 
Women. In turn the NCW Executive sends 
the issues out to all their affiliated groups 
to get a cross section of opinions before 
referring them to the specific 
Parliamentary Select Committee. 

The Association of Anglican Women is one of the affiliated groups 
and members take this duty very seriously. Each Diocese appoints a 
Convenor of Social Concerns to gather the views and comments of 
all members. Not all parishes take up this option, but in the Bay of 
Plenty Region we feel we have a responsibility to ensure the best 
possible future for the next generation educationally, socially, and 
culturally, and in all matters of health and welfare, for the well-being 
of all families and communities. 
A brief overview of recent concerns where we feel we have made or 
can make a difference.  
1. That grandparents raising grandchildren should receive the same 
support as that given to foster parents.  
As a result of our collective lobbying they now receive the same 
welfare payments, child support, counselling if necessary, and respite 
care enabling them to have a time of relaxation or holiday when 
needed. 
2. That any blatant sexualisation of children’s clothing should be 
banned. 
Recently a brand of children’s T-shirts was imported with obscene 
and crude pictures and wording on them. When we were alerted to 
their presence we added our objections to the collective voices. This 
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resulted in their immediate withdrawal from sale in New Zealand, 
and then Australia and England followed our lead! All this happened 
after originally thinking “This is awful but what can we do about it?” 
3. That children needing special education for any physical or 
mental condition should be able to be enrolled at their local school 
with the required assistance obtainable. 
The practical features of this are still being investigated. Other issues 
still under discussion: 

·  The raising of liquor purchasing age to 20 years as a minimum. 

·  Worries about the proliferation of liquor outlets and opening 
hours. 

·  The wide-ranging funding for Rest Home care, and ratio of staff 
to residents. 

·  Request for early intervention programmes for children in 
dysfunctional families knowing that help now means responsible, 
self-supporting citizens tomorrow. 

It’s amazing what we can do when we add our voices to others and 
when we are in a network of women who inform each other of issues 
of concern.

An Update on the Lee-Westworths 
We have had a letter from Betty and Walter to say how much better 
life is now. Betty had an operation at end of June to straighten her 
mouth, and close a discharging fistula on her neck. It seems to have 
been very successful, her general health has improved and she has 
raised energy levels. To prove it she has booked herself in for a 
refresher driving course, which has boosted her confidence. 
They send greetings to all their Mount Parish friends, with whom 
they love keeping in touch. 
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It Starts with a Seed 
It starts with a seed, and the seed 
becomes a thought, and the 
thought becomes an action. 
So the thought has become an 
action and every Monday morning 
at the Seeds programme, Bonnie, 
Shirley and Gill meet with 6 - 12 
children and adults, for a most 
enjoyable worship experience 
together. We dance, sing, have 
stories and bible discussions and 
lots of fun and laughter. 

Each session begins with about 15 minutes of music and movement. 
We use musical instruments, ribbons, the parachute, stretchy lycra, 
pom-poms, singing and dancing. Adults and children alike really 
enjoy this lively way to begin our session. It is fun and relaxing and 
we all become very quickly involved with the rhythms. 
After this lively beginning we are happy to sit down and have a 
slightly quieter time together. We have been using Bible stories from 
the ‘Seasons of the Spirit’ material for the children. One such story 
was based on Luke 1:1-4 where  Jesus teaches about prayer. The 
children were given four prayer cards, with the headings, I Love 
You, Thank You, Sorry and Please. Our story and discussion 
encouraged the families to use these headings when praying with 
their children. The children were able to colour in their cards, tie 
them together with ribbons and take them home. Each week we 
follow this pattern of music and movement, story, talk, prayer and an 
art activity for the children.  
By this time we are very ready for morning tea. The children are 
always eager to discover which biscuits they may get to enjoy. This 
is another great social time together and catch up with family and 
friends news. An extra blessing was sharing in Aidan’s 1st birthday 
with a slice of cake and “Happy Birthday” song. 
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After morning tea the children are encouraged to play on mats on the 
floor and explore the toys lent to us by St. Mary’s Childcare Centre, 
with one of the adults supervising and playing alongside them. 
Meantime the Mums are having their own bible reading, along the 
same line as the children’s story. For instance on the day that the 
children were focusing on Prayer, the Mums were looking at 
different versions of The Lords Prayer. We have covered a wide 
range of readings and studies, and found each other’s experiences 
and thoughts very touching and thought provoking. 
As we come to the end of our session we share some of our joys and 
sorrows, supporting each other with our Prayer Wall notes, and 
prayers. Our latest development is that some of the mums are sharing 
with us in the planning and leadership of this group. Not everyone 
can manage every week, but we feel that we have a good regular 
attendance of local community families. It has been a blessing to 
have grandparents and friends attend and join in the fun too. 
God is so good.

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I Want to be Baptised 
The baptism of four children in August and September will be a first 
and possibly a last for Marie Gilpin. The children, aged between 5 
and 10, all took the initiative to ask their parents and then the parish 
about being baptised. For Marie, this is the first time she has baptised 
children that can make the baptism promises for themselves. 
The children are from three different families, who have all had 
connections with the parish over several years. It worked well to 
prepare them all together and for them to share in each other’s 
baptism days. 
The preparation began with the Sensational Sunday service on the 1st 
August at St Mary’s which focussed on what communion is, why we 
do it, the stories behind it and the meaning of the symbols. The 
children were asked to be detectives and were given a book to mark 
off things that occurred during the service and to listen for special 
words and phrases. 
They have also enjoyed two creative Saturday afternoon sessions 
exploring the other stories that shape the baptism service. We used 
painting to explore what it felt like for the Israelites in slavery and 
then how it would feel to be free once they escaped through the Red 
Sea. We looked at some works of art about Jesus’ baptism and 
explored the symbols of the Trinity that were present in the story and 
the art. An experiment with a bowl of water and how it affected a 
selection of things that we dropped in the bowl helped us understand 
how the water of baptism cleanses, refreshes, washes and gives us 
new life.  
We also tested our knowledge of the Lord’s Prayer and our 
understanding of what it means for us each day. There have been a 
lot of interesting discussions with parents and grandparents following 
these sessions and the children have taken their learning very 
seriously.  
On the day of their baptisms the older children read the first lesson 
and they all lead the intercessions. We are delighted to celebrate this 
important milestone with them.
